The Diagnosis of Diseases

The only safe foundation for the treatment of animal disease is a correct diagnosis of the
malady. In therapeutic as well as in forensic veterinary medicine everything depends on a correct
recognition of the disease. This is the most difficult part of veterinary medicine, and methodical
training alone will enable the student to develop into a practicing veterinarian who can do justice
to this demand.

The object of practical veterinary medicine is manifold: but in the main it consists in the
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restoration of the destroyed health of our domestic animals. For this purpose a knowledge of the
affected organ and of the character of the disease is indispensable, because this knowledge offers
the only safe basis for a rational treatment and a correct prognosis.

In governmental veterinary control of communicable diseases as well as for forensic,
veterinary, scientific purposes, early and correct recognition of disease is the only reliable basis
for any subsequent measures. The identification of animal diseases or the clinical diagnosis
constitutes, therefore the fundamental, and, at the same time also, the principal phase of practical
veterinary science.

Diagnosis as the art of determining internal changes of the body by the aid of externally
visible or otherwise appreciable changes in the animal's condition or some of its organs. It also
includes the recognition and name off the disease. Since disease is a deviation from normal
conditions and physical processes morbid changes cannot be recognized without a knowledge of

normal conditions.

Brucellose der Rinder, Schweine, Schafe und Ziegen

Der Erreger der Brucellose ist ein gramnegatives Stdbchenbakterium der Gattung Brucella
(B.). Man unterscheidet je nach Tierart B. abortus (Rind), B. suis (Schwein) und B. melitensis
(Schaf, Ziege).

Vorkommen und Ubertragung. Brucellose kommt weltweit vor. Deutschland ist allerdings
seit 1. Juli 1999 von der EU als frei anerkannt. Ubertragen wird der Erreger vor allem durch orale
Aufnahme und beim Deckakt, allerdings ist auch eine Infektion durch infizierte Sekrete (Milch,
Harn, Kot, Nasensekret) moglich. Die Brucellose ist auch auf den Menschen {ibertragbar
(Zoonose). Dies geschieht entweder iliber den direkten Kontakt oder {iber kontaminierte
Lebensmittel.

Krankheitsbild. Die Virulenz der einzelnen Spezies ist wirtsabhangig. Die Hauptsymptome
der Brucellose sind Aborte, Frithgeburten und Geburt toter oder lebensschwacher Nachkommen.
Abgesehen von diesen Symptomen verlduft die Infektion meist symptomlos. In chronischen Féllen
kann es zu Gelenks-und Euterentziindungen kommen. Bei ménnlichen Tieren kommt es vor allem
zu Hoden und Nebenhodenentziindungen und dadurch zur Verschlechterung der Deckleistung.

Diagnostik. Der Erregernachweis erfolgt hauptsidchlich durch kulturelle Anzucht von
Organmaterial, Nachgeburtsteilen, Blut oder Se und Exkreten. Fiir Einzeltieruntersuchungen wird
in der Routine ein Antikérpernachweis durchgefiihrt. Dazu stehen unterschiedliche serologische
Methoden  zur  Verfiigung wie  ELISA, Komplementbindungsreaktion  (KBR),
Serumlangsamagglutination (SLA) und der Rose-Bengal-Test (RBT). Fiirdie Uberwachung der
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Bestdnde sind auBBerdem Tankmilchuntersuchungen mittels ELISA moglich.

Before bringing a dog into your family it is important to know how to take care of it. You need
to... its needs, both physical and emotional.

No one wants their dog to run away. If you have a yard and you allow your dog to be outside by
itself make sure you have a fence in your yard so the dog can't run away.

You should include fruits and vegetables in your rabbit’s daily diet as treats. Fruits and veggies are
much healthier and cost less than commercial rabbit treats, which you should avoid because most are high
in starch and fat and can cause serious health problems. Examples of natural treats you can give to your
bunny include: apples, blackberries, blueberries, cherries, carrots, green or red peppers, mango, peach,
pineapple. You can also feed dried fruits, but should reduce to one third of the normal amount because
they are concentrated. Bananas and grapes are not recommended because rabbits can get to like these
foods and may not want to eat anything else.

Foods that you should avoid feeding rabbits include high starch and fatty foods, like beans,
bread, cereals, chocolate, corn, nuts, oats, peas, refined sugar, seeds, wheat, or any other grains. It is also
not necessary to feed a healthy rabbit vitamins or other nutritional supplements because they will receive

it in their diets, if you feed them properly.
